victims and victimization; restorative justice;
myths and realities of prison life. Incarcerated men
and Xavier students; The men at Lebanon
Correctional Institution (LeCl) go through the same
screening process as Xavier students. They fill out
a similar application and are interviewed by the
same panel. The intention of the instructors is to
choose a mix of students (race, socioeconomic,
opinions, criminal history, education, etc.) to
ensure class discussion is enriched by varying
viewpoints.
